Oct. 24-25, a 50-lap, $4,000-to-win main event for the Swagger Factory 

Apparel Crate Sportsman. 

General Rules: 

Standard operating procedures and general rules will be in place from the 

New Egypt Speedway rulebook.

Eligibility: 

Drivers must have pursued a track or series championship with the Crate 

Sportsman division in 2025 OR NOT have run for points (track or series) in 

the Modified division in order to be eligible for the ‘Pinewood Showdown.’  

Fuel: 

Any non-oxygenated fuel is allowed for the Pinewood Showdown weekend. 

Fuel NOT purchased at New Egypt Speedway may be subject to further 

technical inspection. 

Rev Box: 

Rev box RPM must be visible to track officials without removing the hood 

and/or panels. A small hole/opening is acceptable.

Left Front: 33 

Right Front: 38 or 44 

Left Rear: 44 

Right Rear: 48 or 53 

Qualifying: 

Two drivers will lock into Saturday’s Redraw based on time on Friday night. 

Drivers will draw for assignments in Qualifying Race Groups on Saturday 

night. Qualifying Race Groups will hot lap and then run time trials against 

their respective group following hot laps. Qualifying Race starting positions 

will be determined by an invert between 1 and 6, determined by a spin of a 

wheel by the overall fast timer in time trials. The remaining starting 

positions will be “heads up” based on time. 

Qualifying Races will be 12 laps in distance and B-Mains will be 10 laps. 

The starting lineup will be determined as follows prior to provisional starters.
